INFORMATION REGARDING THE GRADE 12 SETWORKS AND LITERATURE
EXAMINATION PROCESSES FOR OFFICIAL LANGUAGES AT SECOND
ADDITIONAL LANGUAGE LEVEL FOR THE NATIONAL SENIOR CERTIFICATE IN
2010 - 2011

This circular provides information regarding the examination processes and the selection of
prescribed short stories/folktales for the National Senior Certificate in 2010 - 2011 for all eleven
official languages at Second Additional Language level offered in public schools.
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The setting of the literature component at Second Additional Language level in Paper 1 as stated in
Circular S8 of 2007 and the selection of short stories/folktales, remains the competence of
provincial education departments until 2011.
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
