The South African Constitution is the highest law in the land. The Bill of Rights is a part of this Constitution and includes everyone’s right to be treated equally:

The Constitutional Court is a place where conflicts that cannot be resolved elsewhere can be brought. It upholds the laws laid down by the Constitution. Read this newspaper article and answer the questions that follow.

Newspaper report
“Thanks to the judgment in the Constitutional Court, two Khayelitsha girls, aged nine and two, will now inherit a house from their father. African customary law had prevented them from inheriting the house after their father’s death because their parents were never married. Under this law the mother has no legal claims to the house and it is left to the father’s eldest male relative.

The judgement handed down described this law as “inconsistent with the constitutional guarantee of equality”.

The Deputy Chief Justice went on to say that “…The exclusion of women from being able to inherit property is in keeping with a system in which women are regarded as minors under the care of their fathers, husbands or head of the extended family.”

The Women’s Legal Centre director praised the court ruling. “This brings an end to discrimination against these groups on the basis of race, sex and birth and will protect their rights to equality and dignity,” he said.”

CAPE TOWN. Protesters demanding proper houses burnt rubbish and tyres and blockaded the freeway for more than two hours.





“We are tired of promises. We want dates of when people will be reallocated to serviced land with houses and toilets. The constitution guarantees us the right to dignity. Where is the dignity in begging for a council toilet?” asked one of the protesters.





“No-one may unfairly discriminate against anyone else because of race, gender, sex, pregnancy, marital status, ethnic or social origin, colour, sexual orientation, age, disability, religion, conscience, belief, culture, language or birth.”
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
