The gold and diamond fields lay right in the middle of the interior of South Africa. This land was traditionally Sotho and Batswana land. The Voortrekkers invaded this region, defeating the local chiefdoms.  The AmaZulu also contested this land in the 1840s. The Griquas, descendants of mixed Khoi, San, Boer and African blood, had established themselves in the area, and the British were keen to expand their territory northwards.
