Assessment Task 

Activity 1: Root words

Many English words contain Latin or Greek roots. For example, cinema comes from the Greek root “cine”, which means movement. (A movie takes moving images.) Knowing Greek and Latin roots can help you work out the meaning of unfamiliar words and learn new words. Below is a list of roots and their meanings.

· Read the root word and write down the meaning as given by the teacher.

· How many words in English can you think of, that are related to this word?

· Learners volunteer answers.

· Acceptable answers are written on the sheet. Learners copy from the board.

· Teacher assists and adds words which the class omitted to mention.

· Once the words have been written down on the sheet, learners colour the position of the root word and note whether it is serving as a prefix or suffix.

· Teacher reminds class of “hands up” and respect when others make mistakes.

· Teacher does the first 4 with the class.

· Learners work in pairs and complete the activity sheet using a dictionary to help if needed.

1. Learners may give other, relevant words. The words given in the solution are a suggestion only.

2. If learners give additional words, they will not be credited with them for mark allocation purposes but will be praised.

3. If a word has been spelt incorrectly, ½ mark needs to be deducted for that word and the correction noted.

4. Learners correct their own work to identify their errors and learn the correct spelling or meaning of a word. Additional words can be added as the class contributes to each answer.

5. If a learner attains less than 50%, remedial problems may be evident – the learner may need to be referred for additional assistance. (Unless the learner misunderstood the work and completed the exercise incorrectly.)
