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Learning Outcome 3: Reading and Viewing

The learner will be able to read and view for information and enjoyment, and respond critically to the aesthetic, cultural and emotional values in texts.

Assessment Standards
We know this when the learner:

· Identifies purpose, audience and context;

· Notices how the text is constructed to represent a particular view of the world (point of view);

Learning Outcome 4: Writing

The learner will be able to write different kinds of factual and imaginative texts for a wide range of purposes.

4.1 Writes for social purposes:

Writes simple personal letters (e.g. accepts an invitation, responds to an advertisement), showing awareness of features of the next type.

4.4 Designs media texts:

Using a ‘frame’, designs a simple advertisement;

Using a ‘frame’, designs a simple brochure.
Learning Outcome 5: Thinking and Reasoning

The learner will be able to use language to think and reason, as well as to access, process and use information for learning.

Assessment Standard

We know this when the learner:

5.3 Collects and records information in different ways:

· Selects relevant material and takes notes (identifies key words and sentences, lists important points);

· Does simple research and writes a report using tools such as graphs, tables, diagrams and statistics;

· Transfers information from one mode to another (e.g. uses information from a visual or written text to create a graph or chart, or to label a diagram).

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Assessment Task
Making a Poster
