Question 1
Write a dialogue in pairs.
Choose one of the situations and with a partner, write a dialogue to show how the conflict situation was solved.

Conflict Situations
1. After Physical Education at school, someone simply takes your deodorant and uses it. 

2. A friend wants to copy your homework.

3. Your mom won’t allow you to participate in extra murals at school because she feels it will distract you from doing your homework and chores around the house.

4. Your dad won’t allow you to go on MXit with your cell phone because he feels it is too dangerous.

Here is an example of a dialogue where a conflict or argument was avoided and a problem solved:
A man pushes in front of a girl waiting to pay for something:

Sarah:           Excuse me Sir, but you have come in front of me and taken my place in this queue.

Stranger:       I don’t see any queue here.

Sarah:           Let’s ask the cashier where her queue begins and ends. Perhaps I am standing in the

                      wrong place.

Sarah:           Excuse me madam, am I standing in the right place to pay? 

Cashier:        Yes

Sarah:           Could you tell me where your line starts at ends?

(cashier demonstrates)

Stranger:       I see that I was wrong. I am sorry. I will move back. Forgive me seeming rude.

Sarah:           Thank you.

Notice that each person spoke one at a time. There was no interrupting. Polite language was used: Sir, Madam, Excuse me, Thank you. Someone else – the cashier was also brought in to help solve the conflict before an argument arose. 
Take note of the text format and use it as a “frame” to write your own dialogue.
