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Assessment Task 

Food value – using indigenous, traditional foods

Read the following passage. Then complete the tasks that follow.

	Before European settlement, Aboriginal Australians ate rich and balanced diets of seasonal fruits, nuts, roots, vegetables, meats and fish – all varieties of species that were indigenous to Australia.  The particular foods eaten varied according to what was available in one area and according to the season and preference.

Today, white settlement has disrupted Aboriginal life in most parts of Australia. As a result, hunting and gathering are now largely confined to areas of Northern and Central Australia.  The availability of Western foods has had an impact on Aboriginal eating habits.  Stores now provide white flour, tinned and packaged foods and frozen meats so that Aborigines no longer need to rely only on traditional foods.  

In South Africa, the traditional foods of the elders are no longer consumed in large quantities and have been discarded in favour of Western processed foods.  The home-grown maize, beans, pumpkins and wild spinach have been replaced with refined foods that are high in salt and additives.  There is a greater prevalence of Western illnesses in both the Aboriginees and the indigenous people of South Africa, e.g. diabetes, high blood pressure and heart problems.  Today about 70% of the food we eat is processed.

· preservatives

· artificial colourants

· sweeteners

	Discussion:

Collect a range of packaging showing contents.  Check for preservatives (MSG sodium), artificial colourants and sweeteners, e.g. aspartame, and their harmful effects.

Traditional foods

Advantages – No artificial additives, fresh, no transport costs and emissions for global warming, available all year round, more minerals and vitamins.

Disadvantages – Could be smaller and less colourful, seasonal, less variety.

Western foods

Advantages – Easily obtainable all year round, conveniently packaged and often pre-prepared, more juicy and colourful.

Disadvantages – Refined to exclude much of the goodness, seasonal, Western illnesses, e.g. diabetes, high blood pressure and heart attacks more prevalent.
