Assessment Task 

Research the processing of indigenous medicinal plants

The following five methods are those mainly used for processing traditional medicine.

Either 

· invite an inyanga to speak to your class, or

·  visit a commercial nursery where traditional medicinal plants are cultivated, or

·  visit a health shop.

Give examples of each of the following methods of processing:

· Cold infusions (isiChonco) – a certain amount of cold water poured on a certain amount of powdered or chopped bark or root.
· Hot infusions (Ifudumezelo)  – prepared like tea, with the plant material being steeped in hot or boiling water.
· Decoctions (imPeko) – simmered and/or boiled.
· Powders – air-dried and roasted, pulverised and even burned into ashes.  Powdered medicines also often rubbed into incisions made on the spot.

· Poultices – made with bruised vegetable substances and applied warm or cold.
· Lotions in which the liquid extract of the medicine is used for dropping into, or pouring onto, the affected part.
