Jabulani wants to tile 24 square metres of floor with imported tiles. The information on the packaging shows that one box covers 3square feet. How many of these boxes must Jabulani buy to make sure he has enough tiles to do the job? (*1 metre = 3,2808399 feet).

Solution

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boxes (rounded up to the nearest box).
