You mom buys a pack of 120 breakfast bars for the month for you and your three brothers. Today she realises that there are only 12 bars left. Which equation can be used to determine the number of days (n) that you had bars? 
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Solution
1.
If n is the number of days we had bars, this must be multiplied by 4 because we had 4 bars for the 4 brothers every day. We also had 12 bars left, so they were not yet distributed. Thus the sum of these two calculations, give us the total of bars in the pack. So 120 = 4n + 12. Thus (A) is the answer.
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
