(D) – 7x + 5 = -16 → 7x = -21 → x = -3

Now: 3x – x2 = 3 (-3) – (-3)2 = -9 -9 = - 
This type of question can be asked at a grade 7 level where learners have dealt with algebraic contexts.  Just avoid all the negatives.
