A – LCD: 12 → 4 × 3 → 2 × 2 × 3

The answers make provision for the misconceptions that learners may have. If they do not use the LCD, they would multiply 12 and 6. Teachers must be aware that teaching the addition of fractions using the rule 
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creates unnecessary limiting constructions about dealing with the concept of the LCD.
