You can buy 6 CD’s for R320. 


a)
How much will you pay for 17 CD’s, if the total is rounded down to the lowest 5 cents?


b)
If you get a discount of 12% for part of the purchase over R400, how much discount will you get for buying the 17 CD’s if you pay R906 for them? 

Solution
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So rounded this total will come to R53,30 per CD


So for 17 CD’s:
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Rounded this will be a total of R906,65

b)
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So this rounded will be a discount of R60,70.
The context here determines the methods. There are only dimensions of 5 available in our currency. So we round down to the nearest 5. When we calculate the cost of 17 CD’s, we do not work with the first calculation. We start afresh, because it is the final amount that is rounded.

The focus is not how much to pay for the CD, but how much is discounted.
