A: Not true – the data only shows wins per team


B: True – team B won a total of 214 games


C: Not true – Team A has a range of 33 between the lowest- and their best performance.


D: Not true – Team A scored 16 more wins than Team C.


So the solution is (B).
Using a table as tool to summarise information (data) is very useful. It arranges the data well and it also summarises the key features of the graph. Educators must foster the use of tables as a habit of mind with learners.
