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GLOBAL IMPACT OF TB

TB occurs in every part of the world.  In 2010, the number of cases occurred in Asia, accounting for sixty per cent of new cases globally.  Tuberculosis is second to HIV/AIDS as the greatest killer worldwide due to a single infectious agent.

THE KEY FACTS OF TB

In 2010, 8.8 million people fell ill with 1.4 million died from the disease.

Over 95% of TB deaths occur in low and middle-income countries, and it is among the top three causes of death for women aged 15-44.


WHO IS AT RISK?

1. Tuberculosis mostly affects young adults, in their most productive years.  However, all age groups are at sick

2. People who are infected with HIV and TB are 21 to 34 times more likely to become sick.

3. About half a million children (0-14) fell ill with TB and 64000 died from the disease in 2010.


The statistics on the disease are clear on the fact that the risk of ACTIVE TB is also greater in persons suffering from other conditions that impair the immune system.  Tuberculosis is curable and preventable.
