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Assessment Task 

Role-play – Interpersonal relationships with friends (Group activity)

In small groups of 3 or 4, decide on one of the following situations:

a) You and your friends want to see a movie, but everyone wants to see a different film.

b) You and three friends have been invited to a party and you have heard that there will be alcohol/drugs at this party. Are you going to accept the invitation?

c) One of your friends gossips about another friend and you know that what s/he is saying is not true.

d) You and your friends notice that there is a new student who does not know anyone and who sits on his/her own during break. You have all been friends for a long time and you are very close. What do you do?

e) Open choice – any situation that has been bothering you.

After you have chosen the situation, decide how you are going to role-play the situation and who is going to take each part. Note that you need to concentrate on rights and responsibilities. Then perform your role-play in front of the class. There will be a discussion after each role-play. Your teacher will assess your participation in the task using the checklist below.
